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NEW EQUIPMENT USAGE RULES
AT CLUBHOUSE

There have been some changes made recently in how
the recreational equipment in the clubhouse is handed
out. Now, in order to use the pool table cues, ping-
pong table paddles and balls, and basketballs, etc., the
staff will take your card and hold it until you return
the equipment. If any damage is incurred while the
equipment is in your possession, you will receive a bill
for the repair of the broken equipment. This includes
the purchase of new ping-pong balls that get cracked
from slamming the balls too hard or around the
activities hall.

These changes have had to be made because of the
inconsiderate and inappropriate use of the equipment
by members and their children, guests, etc. Your dues
pay for this equipment and their repair. All of the dues
paying members should not be made to pay for the
repair of equipment when it is just a small minority
of people who cause the damage. Remember, this is
your clubhouse and equipment, and it is up to you to
police yourselves and your children, guests, etc. This
includes the proper behavior in the pool and hot tub.
The ping-pong table is still not in working order because
of abuse of the equipment. If the abuse continues, the
equipment will no longer be available.

Did you know thereis a leash lawin Presque
Isle, as well as the state of Michigan?

Dogs must be contained or on a leash at all times.
Owners not complying with this ordinance could be
brought to court and fined. Also, remember to be a good
citizen and pick up after your dog in all areas away from
your home.

The Association has available space in its campground
trailer storage area for the storage of campers, trailers,
boats and other items.

$80.00 / 6 months; $160.00 / year. We currently
store about 80 units.

CAMPGROUND SEASONAL SITES

The issue of adding additional seasonal sites to the Association
Campground was revisited by the Board at its September 12,
2006, meeting upon request of Board member Sharon Ulrich.

Executive Director Steve Lang reviewed the following history
with the Board of the last proposal to increase the seasonal
camping sites by adding 30 additional sites to the existing 28
sites already reserved for seasonal camping: The Association
sent a survey to members asking what type of amenities would
be desirous and also to indicate if you were serious enough to
receive follow-up material. Many responses were received and
ideas given, with 76 members indicating they were very desirous
of additional seasonal camping. A campground expansion
committee was established; a site adjacent to our existing
campground was chosen; site plans drawn; preliminary health
department approval was granted; and financing from First
Federal of Northern Michigan was put into place. Estimated
cost was to be $200,000.00 - $215,000.00. Seventy-six letters
were then sent to those who indicated on the survey they were
very interested and would like a site. Since we were only looking
at 30 sites, a $500.00 deposit was required to hold a site which
would be used toward the seasonal fee and provide start-up
money for construction. This project was to be self-supporting.
Seventeen members responded with a deposit but our financial
model required 26 returns to sustain the project. All deposits
were returned and the expansion was halted.

The Board at this time is not considering expanding the
campground. If more interest is shown, it could be reviewed by
the Campground Committee.
